These Scriptures proclaim: Called from birth by the Lord, 
John matured in the Spirit and heralded the advent of the 
Messiah. 

What it means to be Catholic/Christian 
Since wrapping up the walk through the Mass, I have 
been searching for topics for weekly articles. As part of 
my reflection on the status of my relationship with God, I 
have thought about what God might say to me when I get 
to the pearly gates. Will it be: ñWell done my good and 
faithful servant or, what were you thinking?ò I expect there 
will be a lot of the latter one.  
 

So I thought I would share some thoughts on what it means 
or takes to be Catholic/Christian. First of all, I think it       
requires that we get outside of our comfort zone. It requires 
us to be ñotherò focused. That is, to engage others when we 
meet them on the street or when they walk in the door at 
church. I often see people walking down the street, head 
down and eyes looking up only often enough to avoid    
obstacles. As Christians, I think we are called to greet    
others no matter where, to possibly give them a glimmer of 
hope or happiness in a day that may be packed with pain 
and suffering. We are called to offer a kind word, hold a 
door, or allow someone to go before us. In effect we are to 
reach out and touch someone whether with our words or 
with our actions. You may have heard the term ñpay it for-
ward.ò It is those kind words or actions that may just 
change someoneôs outlook on the day, and they may in 
turn share a pleasant word with someone else. As I have 
said before, it could be contagious. Recently, I have spent 
a lot of time at the hospital visiting people. The hospital is a 
tough place to be. There is nothing like a smile or kind 
words to bring just a glimpse of hope to many visitors.  
 

As a Christian, our main goal is to grow in relationship with 
our God, to develop a personal relationship with our God. If 
we are in a relationship with someone, we tend to reach out 
to the person we are in relationship with and either share 
our good news or look for support in the bad news or 
drudgery of the day. If we have a personal relationship with 
our God, doesnôt it make sense that we would also share 
those moments with our God; our joys and our sorrows, our 
hopes and our fears? I know this is one of my failings. I get 
embroiled in the business of the day and I often forget that I 
am supposed to be helping bring about the kingdom by my 
every act, and instead I take charge myself. I forget to pray 
myself into tasks and meetings, and solicit the help I often 
desperately need. I can become a soloist in Godôs great 
orchestra. But God calls us to be members of His great  
orchestra of love and peace, to play our part in His       
symphony of love. 
 

In attempting to develop and grow that relationship, we are 
called to engage our God. For me that usually means read-
ing: scripture, spiritual writings, reflections, and praying the 
rosary. Even though I set up time for these events, it almost 
always seems like there is never time for the reading, much 
less conversation, with God. I think our God wants, and to a 
certain extent needs the prayers of petition of His people. I 
say needs in the sense that when we express our needs, 
that is when we are acknowledging that we are not in 
charge, that we are dependent upon our God, and that we 
trust in our Godôs merciful response.  Christians need to

have a personal relationship with their God and trust in their 
God. Christians talk to our God on a regular basis. We refer 
to that as prayer. We talk about our joys and sorrows, and 
our pains and sufferings. We even bring our curiosity and 
doubts to our God. That is what friends do.  
 

Scripture and tradition are the two main sources of 
knowledge about our faith. Each week we put the readings 
for the following week in the bulletin. Those readings give 
us insight into the prayers and intentions of the Mass for the 
upcoming week. I think the very least we can do is read the 
Mass readings before coming to Sunday Mass. Read them 
early in the week and be amazed at how you see the     
connections to the readings revealed in every day life 
throughout the week. When we say scripture is inspired, we 
mean that the Holy Spirit inspired the writers as to what 
should be said or included. As is always the case, God   
allows us to put words to His message. However, I think a 
demonstration of the inspired nature of scripture is how 
passages speak differently to people and how they bring 
meaning to the activities of our lives in the here and now.
